	Outcomes to date: 

 57% of all children in our school have voluntarily taken part in some form of sporting activity during the school day.
1.Children have been provided with a range of opportunities to take part in sporting activities. The children were able to join breakfast and after-school clubs and some children have been selected to take part in the sporting festivals.

2. 100% of pupils took part in our Sports Week. The children learned basic First Aid techniques and developed fundamental skills in Tennis and Football. Children were encouraged to live a healthier lifestyle by learning about eating healthily in our Literacy and Science lessons.


3. The PE Leader has been given support by a specialist PE leader and this has enabled them to plan for 100% pupil participation for the next 3 years.

4. Although this year it appears that there has been less children that are exceeding in KS1, we have found that there are several children within each year group that are exceeding in specific areas such as gymnastics and dance but not in games. Because of this, they have been assessed at the expected level. There have been fewer children not reaching national expectations.  


	Next Steps:

Next year we would like to aim for 100% pupil participation. We are going to do this by continuing to provide breakfast and after-school clubs and allowing all children to take part in a sporting festival. We will buy an extra four festival sessions to allow for this and this will be planned for during school time.

As a school, we are going to develop the teaching of PE in Foundation Stage. Our Pre-School staff and new F2 Leader will have the opportunity to work with a specialist sports leader in developing fundamental skills in F1 and F2.
